The scope of 
these instructions will be aimed at the installation of this kit and it is assumed that the transmission w
rebuilt properly to work with this valve body.

1. Remove transmission pan and existing valve body, noting how the manual valve connects to the 
manual valve lever.

Install new circle track II valve body making sure the manual selector valve is properly aligned 
with the linkage pin.  Tighten valve body bolts to 132 in-lbs. 

Install filter and tighten bolts to 36 in-lbs.

This is checked by pushing 
the converter back into the pump of the transmission and measuring the distance between the 
converter and the flexplate.  Be sure to maintain 1/8” to 3/16”.  Incorrect engagement will cause 
transmission failure.
